Friday 11t April 2024
Dear parents and carers,
Re: Summer Term Curriculum Update

Below you will find a brief outline of the curriculum areas which we will be focusing upon in
class throughout the summer term.

Please note, that the list is a summary and is subject to change over the course of the term. It
does, however, offer a little information to enable you to further-support your child’s learning.
If you require any further information, please do not hesitate to contact me.

Core Subjects

English We will be learning about:

o Letter Writing;
e Fiction — oral and written retelling;
¢ Narratives and description.

We will also be focusing on:

e Securing the use of known graphemes and phonemes in
order to correctly spell words used in writing;

e Consolidating sound clusters and letter formation.

e Exploring sentence structure and the key areas of sentence
writing.

In Year 1, we will continue to have daily phonics lessons to help
teach, strengthen and support phonetic knowledge. Phonics is an
important lesson within Year 1, as it is the building blocks of reading
and writing;

Through Guided Reading sessions, shared reading in class and
individual reading, the children will be taught how to infer
information, along with developing their tone, fluency and
expression.

To gain understanding of the texts they read, children will be asked
to retell stories as well as answering questions to show their
understanding of the text and their use of learnt phonics.
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Maths/ This term in Maths, we will be covering the following areas:
Numeracy o Number;

e Shape;

e Addition and Subftraction;

e Measure.

During these lessons we will continue to secure numbers up to and
past 100, independently solving more complex problems both
word-based and humber-based, and practising more formall
methods.

Science Our Science topics this term will be ‘On Safari’ and ‘Holiday’.
During these lessons we will be learning about:

e Vertebrates and Invertebrates,

e Habitats around the world;

e Materials and their uses;

RE The Summer term will allow the class to look at:

e How Christians and people of faith talk to God;
e What do Christians believe God is like?
Wider Curriculum

Throughout the Wider Curriculum, cross-curricular links will be developed and the
children will be given regular opportunities to reinforce and use their Literacy and
Numeracy skills.

History This term, the children will be learning about:

e Greatinventors and scientists;

e The difference between technology now to that found in the
past;

¢ How tfransport has changed daily life.

Geography During the Summer term, children will be:

e Investigating animals and their habitats;
e Confinents and countries;
e Climate and weather.
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Computing This Term, our focus will be on:
e E-Safety and Digital Literacy.
