We will also
hold a family learning workshop later in the term which will focus on how
we teach phonics.

Maths During this half term we will infroducing our new maths mastery
programme based on Number blocks.
We will share information about the numbers and focus of our sessions
later in the term. We wiill also hold a family learning workshop later in the
term which will focus on how we teach maths.
