Dear parents and carers,
Re: Spring Half-termly Curriculum Update

Below you will find a brief outline of the curriculum areas which we will be focusing upon in class
throughout the first half of the spring term.

Please note, that the list is a summary and is subject to change over the course of the term. It
does, however, offer a little information to enable you to further-support your child’s learning.

Core Subjects
Literacy We will be learning to write:

o Myths based on Norse mythology.
We will also be focussing upon:

e Use relative clauses beginning with who, which, when, where,
whose, that or an omitted relative pronoun

e Use commas to clarify meaning and avoid ambiguity in writing.

o Use expanded noun phrases to convey complicated information
concisely

e Inftegrate dialogue to convey character and advance the action

These skills will be taught through topic work and through work based on:
e ‘Arthur and the Golden Rope’ by Joe Todd-Stanton

Through Guided Reading sessions, shared reading in class and individual
reading, the children will be taught the skills of using relevant quotations to
support what they are saying. They will also learn about the layout features
of texts as well as making comments about the writers’ choices and how
this impacts on the reader. The text that we will be focussing upon this tferm
in guiding reading is:

e ‘Odd and the Frost Giants’ by Neil Gaiman.
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Maths/ This tferm in Maths, we will be covering the following areas:

Numeracy e Ordering, comparing and rounding numbers to 1,000,000;

e Interpreting negative numbers;

e The formal written method for addition, subfraction,
multiplication and division;

¢ Naming, recognising and calculating angles;

e Comparing decimal numbers.

Science Our Science topic this term will be learning about plants. During these
lessons on living things we will be learning about to describe the life
process of reproduction in some plants and animals and report and
present findings.

RE Throughout the Spring term, we will be learning about the 5 pillars of Islam.

Wider Curriculum Subjects

Throughout the foundation subjects, cross-curricular links will be developed, and the children
will be given regular opportunities to reinforce and use their Literacy and Numeracy skills.

Computing Our focus will be on Coding and how to run a code by setting limits and
values.
Art This term, children will focus their studies on the work of Giacometti and

make the own structure inspired by the artist.

History Throughout this topic, the Vikings, how they lived, the impact they had on
the world and how they shaped Britain's future.

P.E. This term, the children will be learning Dance and Gymnastics. P.E> lessons
take place on a Monday and Thursday. Please ensure that P.E. kit is in
school. If you have any problems regarding P.E. kit, please contact Mrs.

Bloor.

MFL Modern Foreign Language lessons will be focussed upon clothing. Naming
the items and their colours.

P.S.H.E. This unit is designed to help children work as a Team and what it means to
be them. They will work on agreeing and disagreeing and their sense of
self.

Music In Music this term, we will be continuing to develop our recorder playing

skills by learning a variety of pieces. We will also be developing our
understanding of reading notation on the musical stave.
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Homework will be set on a Monday and this should be handed in the following Monday. In
Year 5, children are expected to complete one piece of Maths, Reading and SPaG.

Reading books should be read over a period of time and sent back into school when it needs
changing. There are no set days for this and we will change them when necessary. Please
focus on a few pages at a time ensuring that your child understands the events taking place,
using the text to find answers and inferring characters’ thoughts and feelings based on events
that have taken place in the book.
